for Peace and Freedom Announces Its Existence

(Afghan Women's
News Agency) - The
Women's Movement
for Peace and
Freedom, consisting
of protesting women,
announced its
existence on
Saturday, April 15,
with a gathering in a
closed place in Kabul.
This movement has
been established for
the civil struggle
against the
misogynistic policies
of the Taliban and
extra-legal and mass
murders by the
Taliban, the exclusion
of women from work
and education, the

protection of human
rights, especially the
rights of women and
the
strengthening of
protest circles against
and

girls,

extremism,
GenderApartheid.

The protesting
women chanted the
slogans of "Women,
Revolution,
Freedom" and "Death
to Terrorism and
Supporters of
and
demanded the
release of Alia Azizi,
Musa Shahin,
Matiullah Wesa and
other prisoners from

Terrorism"

the Taliban prison.

In the Former Islamic
Republicof Afghanistan,
Daikundi province did
not achieve balanced
development compared
to other provinces of
Afghanistan in the grip
of poverty and harsh
geography, but the
families who are mostly
engaged in livestock
andagriculture
supportedthe education
of girls and supported
them with all economic
problems and sentthem
to school and university.
According to the
information of former
government officials,
the presence and
participation of women
in Daikundi had
reached at least 30%,
but after the rule of the
Taliban, women and

girls, in addition to being
deprived of the right to
education, study and
work, have to deal and
struggle with the issue
of restrictions on
wearing traditional
clothes and the
mandatory hijab by the
Taliban.

The Taliban group in
Daikundi, with the
cooperation of religious
extremists,by
establishing
checkpoints in the city
of Nili, the center of this
province, detained at
least twenty women and
girls under the pretext of
wearing hijab and
released them after
obtaining a commitment
from their families. They
interrogated, insulted
and humiliated women

and girls, who were
mostly students, for not
wearing burgas and
veils, and then threw
them into the police
rangers and detained
them until their family
members arrived.

Women's rights activists
criticize the imposition
of compulsory covering
on women in Daikundi
and say that the Taliban
forces them to promote
the culture of burqga and
veil in Daikundi. While
the local and traditional
clothes of rural women

and girls are not against
Sharia and Islamic
standards and are no
less than the Taliban
hijab.

Rana (pseudonym), a
16-year-old student,
who was detained by
the Taliban at that time,
criticized the Taliban's
actions in the villages
and told the Afghan
"They closed our
schools, universities
and educational
centers, instead of
finding us. To make a

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education, they have
come to criticize our
clothing and ask us to
wear a veil or a long
black dress, a dress
that has never been
customary in our
village."Women's rights
activists in Daikundi
province say that the
Taliban should facilitate
the work and education
of girls instead of the
mandatory hijab.

Aqgila,one ofthe
women's rights activists
in Daikundi, told the
Afghan Women's News
Agency: "Women in the
traditional society of
Daikundi were also
faced with cumbersome
traditions during the
previous government,
but the hijab was a
trivial issue, so the

education of girls was
their priority."
According to women's
rights activists in
Daikundi province, the
Taliban do not accept
women's traditional and
rural clothes as a hijab,
and at checkpoints they
ask women to cover
their faces when
leaving the house.
However, due to these
pressures, Daikundi
wWomen use
chadornamaz instead
ofburgaand veil.
Chadornamaz is one of
the desirable Islamic
hijabs in Iran and is
customary in some
provinces of
Afghanistan such as
Herat, Farah, Ghor and
some villages in Balkh
province.
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
