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Deprivation of the right to education, and the increase

of mental illnesses among girls in Afghanistan

Afghan Women's News
Agency - In the past two
years, girls in Afghanistan
have suffered mental and
emotional problems due to
work restrictions, closure of
schools and universities,
which have made them stay
at home, and they say that
they have lost motivation and

hope for life.
Maryam is a female student

who suffers from depression
after the closing of girls'
schools and being forced to
stay at home, and she has
been going to a psychologist
for treatment for several
sessions.

"l feel like | can't breathe, |

think I'm locked up and
there's no escape from this
prison, and every day I'm
losing hope more than
yesterday. Why do they think
that girls are not human and

do not have the right to study
and work? If the boy has the
right, what is the girl's sin that
she should not study and
achieve her goals? | am tired
of being a girl in Afghanistan"”,
she said.

Restrictions against women
and girls in Afghanistan have
received national and
international reactions,
including the female foreign
ministers of France,
Germany, Indonesia,
Liechtenstein, Mongolia and
South Africa, in a meeting in
the city of Ulaanbaatar,
Mongolia, criticizing the
restrictions on women by the
Taliban and asked the Taliban
to immediately remove the
restrictions on the rights of
Afghan women and girls.
Mursal Niazi is one of the
psychologists to whom many
girls go for treatment. She

says:"In today's era, when all
people reach their goals by
using science and
knowledge, girls in
Afghanistan have gone
backwards and have been
deprived of their human
rights, including the right to
education. If the situation
continues like this, we will
witness the deterioration of
the condition of many girls,
and this is unfortunate for our
society."

Although girls have always
faced many social challenges
in Afghanistan and during the
periods of different
governments, but now after
the fall of the government and
the re-domination of the
Taliban in Afghanistan, the
space for Afghan girls is more
limited than ever before and
they are deprived of their
basicrights.

Taliban's Blackmailing from Aid Agencies in Daikundi Province

Caused the Suspension of 17 Aid Organizations in This Province

in Daikundi province say
that 17 aid agencies
have stopped their
activities in this province.
The activities of these aid
institutions in Daikundi
have been stopped after
the governor along with
the director of economy
of this province treated
the officials of these
institutions
inappropriately and
demanded money as
ransom.

Although the sources do
not name these
organizations, they say
that there are atotal of 17
institutions, which
include some
international aid
organizations and local
institutions.

At the same time, a
number of residents of
Daikundi are worried
about the suspension of
the activities of these
organizations and say
that poverty and scarcity
have affected the
residents of this province
in a wide way, and with
the suspension of the
activities of these
organizations, economic
challenges will bother
them more.

This is despite the fact
that poverty has
increased not only in
Daikundi, but also in
central provinces to more
than 95%, but the
distribution of
humanitarian aid has
decreased due to
discrimination in these
provinces.
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
